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Conference Resolution


As development globalization advances, the rating of a given country begins to be regarded in the context of competitiveness which depends on the innovation system active in it.


Innovative approach to economic development acts as a ‘drive-belt’ upon research and development in any country today.


To implement this approach, therefore, a country needs first and foremost to successfully complete the full innovation cycle, which includes both legal and financial tools.


With this view, the Conference recommends:

1. To regard as a priority the establishment of a network of interconnected regional centres for innovative development operating in close partnership with the Federal Innovation Centre (‘Skolkovo’).

2. To regard innovative activities as a primary resource for production, technological and social development on regional level. It is also advisable that projects that will pay off in the short term and fit most closely with the technological development of a given territory should be given priority support over all others.

3. To view as viable the approach which demands that innovative development of major, too-big-to-fail, enterprises should proceed in accordance with an adopted long-term strategy, the way it is done by ‘Russian Railways’ (Development Strategy 2030).

4. To regard as forward-looking forms of innovative infrastructure development the establishment of a network of regional minor innovative enterprises, specializing in technology transfer, venture capital financing, consulting etc.

5. Develop interregional and international cooperation in innovations.
